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The internet is well known for being called “the world wide web” because of all the possible things you can do in today’s world, which you couldn’t do back then when computers didn’t exist till about the late seventies into the early eighties where floppy disks were the only thing that came out during that time era. Companies like Microsoft and Apple were just starting out in the eighties, and computer software programs barely had the mechanics to work as efficiently like today’s technology were you can pretty much use any search engine programmed on to your laptop, or other portable device to access the internet by using popular program applications such as Google Chrome, Internet Explorer, Firefox, and Safari.  Nowadays, people use the internet to connect with friends and family on Facebook, Instagram, Pinterest, Twitter, Snapchat, and other forms of social media; people also even make their own blogs and websites for business, journalism, news feed, food, travel, music, art, and basically most anything you can think of in this day and age. 
Blogs are a way to start talking, sharing, and telling people about yourself that would help attract viewers to subscribe to your newsfeed based on your personal interests like for example, your goals to getting your own art gallery someday by posting pictures of the pieces you’ve recently done or had done in the past, or even a picture of that wonderful caramel soufflé that took about three hours to make from scratch. Blogs are another way to help the blogger obtain their goals in life by telling a story of one’s personal experiences that lead them to who they are today, and it’s a great way to help a person become famous or recognized for their multi talented, creative, and inspiring ideas that are most popular by demand. Social Media was invented long before Facebook and Instagram arrived. The internet didn’t exist until around 1995 when internet dial up services like AOL came into the picture, where basically the only thing you can do during that time was IM or instant message your friends and family using a chat box or chat rooms to help communicate with the other person or by e-mail. Some people who were once prone to being shy and introverted often are the ones who are afraid to post, friend other people, and share their likes on social media due to the fear of being shamed, bullied, and criticized for who they are inside out. Others would make fake social media accounts with fake names because they either want to sound catchy or they just want to remain anonymous but still have a blog or account and be able to connect within their social boundaries, and so on. 
Blogs and the social network has taken its toll on many viewers around the globe, but has improved the way we think, communicate, share ideas, make new friends, and many more. This form of socializing and sharing may evolve overtime, and turn into something even bigger in the future from one generation to the next, and who knows maybe there will be a special technical feature that allows us to talk to the person on a hologram face to face on our smart phones rather than on a text message bubble and touch screen when we log in to our accounts just to say hello to an old childhood friend, or our parents. 
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
