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A Fatal Contradiction

"We hold these Truths to be self-evident, that all Men are created equal, that they are endowed by their Creator with certain unalienable Rights, that among these are Life, Liberty, and the Pursuit of Happiness..." 
Declaration of Independence, 1776
If the Declaration of Independence said that all men are created equal, did it mean everybody? If so, why doesn't the document mention women, and blacks? The union was beginning to split apart, the real main cause was the demands from the south wanting more slaves, because they depended on the blacks to be able to get the work done for them. Not only that, when Thomas Jefferson wrote the Declaration, he described slavery as "a cruel war against nature" despite the fact that he actually did own slaves himself; South Carolina and Georgia wouldn't sign the declaration if it  contained Jefferson's anti-slavery section, so it was cut out. More Abolitionists movements were continuing to grow rapidly, two African leaders tried to start a revolt against slavery by killing off many of the whites; three compromises like the Missouri Compromise of 1850, Kansas-Nebraska Act of 1854, and Dred Scott vs. Sandford Act of 1857, did nothing but make things a lot worse for America. They knew that only war could fix this problem, this is fatal contradiction, which has a lot to do with the quote. 
Nobody expects to get everything done by themselves, so they depended on slaves as a way of life in the south. They thought it would be cheaper if they bought slaves that were indentured rather than enslaved, so they created the triangular trade where they traded items like sugar, molasses, rum, cash, guns, tobacco, and cloth with Massachusetts, Barbados, Virginia, and England  in exchange for slaves that came from Africa, then the captured slaves sailed back to New England across the Atlantic Ocean. Slaves were used as farmers, pioneers, soldiers, even mountain men. The slaves were willing to fight for the same equal rights and stand up for justice, because they thought that it was unfair and cruel that they don’t have the rights white people have since they are also American citizens as well. 
Due to the part where Thomas Jefferson wrote about how slavery was wrong, he along with Franklin decided that the union was more important than the slavery issue, which  caused the north and south to be divided into two separate unions. The slavery problem kept on growing into the breaking point where two former slave leaders named
Toussaint L’Ouverture and Nat Turner, almost lead a revolution by killing the white
people and their masters; they both ended up being killed after these rebellious attempts to overthrow the slave laws. Soon new laws called black codes were being made, making life more difficult for slaves.  
Owners treated  slaves  in a very racist manner that also made the settlers treat the Indians cruelly and unconditionally, this was caused by popular sovereignty. This made the Union grow even weaker, people who were self-ruling their governments in the south that allowed slavery caused the north, and the abolitionists to become completely outraged by this idea of self-governing. Henry Clay came up with the Missouri Compromise in 1850, which was supposed to settle both free states and slave states, but the problem continued to rise since nobody knew how to end slavery. 
The next proposal called the Kansas-Nebraska bill was written by Stephen Douglas, also known as the Little Giant. This bill was intended to divide the Indian territory of Missouri, Iowa, and Minnesota. It ignored the ban on slavery and received negative reviews from other congressmen. Then came Dred Scott v. Sandford that deals with a slave living in Missouri, but it has the same issues with slaves not having equal rights to fair trial. Every idea to make the union better ended up falling apart, leading up to the Civil War.
There was no way out of this unless the people declare war to end slavery once and for all. Before Abraham Lincoln takes office, seven states start to leave the union, four of them hesitate to do so until they were assigned by Lincoln to fight in the Civil War. The rebels now believed that each state should have the right to pull out of the union. The people are doing the same thing George Washington and other people did against King George III, fighting for human rights, justice, and equality. Americans have the right to break the government, but also demand Lincoln to free the slaves, and so the war begins.
